Assembly league  2.95M, Beckenham. April 2

Dulwich got off to a great start in the first Assembly league fixture and almost made it 3 wins out of 3, winning the women’s and B team section and losing the men by a single point.

But for Paddock Wood and some runners taking it fairly easy or nursing niggles and focussing on Sunday, we almost certainly would have won comfortably.

With road works by Ravensbourne Station necessitating a change in the course, the way was clear for the distance of 2.85 miles to be extended to something more meaningful but that didn’t quite work out with the course cutting plus the start and finish being moved made it just short of 3 miles.

Buzz Shepherd made a great league debut to lead us home with a rare top 10 finish. Ian Frith had his best league run to date while Tony Tuohy had one of his best ever races to more than make up for some disappointing recent efforts over longer distances. Alastair Bayliss completed the A team scoring just ahead of Clare Elms, who was supposed to be just doing enough to win the women’s race but after an easy first half, couldn’t resist speeding up to catch local friends and was first woman by 24 seconds.

Ed Smyth had one of his better runs but couldn’t match Clare on second half. Andrea Pickup didn’t have good preparation but ran well for a top 4 place while Ola Balme excelled to give us three of the top 5.

The women’s B team of a lightly trained Nicola Richmond, Ros Tabor and a best league run yet from Louise Welsh meant we finished third overall team and beat 9 of the 10 other A teams.

Dulwich’s men’s B team (after Steve S and Ed) were completed by Mike Mann (1st M60, despite an off form run) and Andy Murray. Others to do well included regulars Martin Morley, Mick Ward, Graham Laylee, Kev Wood and Colin Frith plus less regulars Barry Graham, Mike Dodds and Barry walker while Claire Steward, Clare Wyngard and Stephanie Burchill  also ran strongly.

On a gloriously sunny Spring morning, a great day for the club as we won both the men’s and women’s team races, had the individual women’s winner and individuals were first in three of the age groups (M50, W45 and W55) and we had a second in another.

Simon Loach led the men in with a run close to his best ever though, back to his old ways, he went a little too fast and had a largely lonely second half. Buzz ran his first half marathon while Charlie Lound had another solid run, though took it relatively easy early on after a leg problem midweek and came close to his best too.

There was a good battle to be the final scorer – Alastair Bayliss finished strongly to set a PB and narrowly edge Tom Marshall and Neil Daniels who both also set new pbs.

Clare Elms was with Alastair and Neil for much of the first three miles but thereafter found it quite hard, not helped by horrendous blood blisters, but won the women’s race by a minute and narrowly beat her PB from Hastings.

Teresa didn’t quite match her Reading run of the week before but it was almost as good and she proved too strong for many of the men round her and a good top 10 placing gave the women’s team momentum and that was backed up by Ola Balme, who was persuaded to help the team even though she hadn’t been training for that far and she came close to her best ever. The scoring team was completed by Ros Tabor. With her fastest half-marathon for 3 years – on an age basis this was her best half ever and indeed probably best race ever. Age graded it fell just short of Clare’s run as the best of the day and sewed up the team race.

Emma Ibell also ran well, and Claire Steward set a chip PB though narrowly missing her real one and finished second to Ros in the overall W55s.

Other women (not great numbers compared to the men) were Nicola Richmond, Clare Wyngard, Charlotte Blum. Olga Gillane, Kim Hainsworth, Jo Shelton, Di Morgan, Marlene Russell and Clare Osborne.

The next men to finish after Clare Elms were Steve Williams who was third M50, former race winner Chris Loizou, improving Justin Siderfin, 2nd M60 Mike Mann and Duncan Wilson. Remaining men were Alastair C, Tiernan, Michael F, Andy M, Aeon, Graham, Anton, Ben C, Mike W, Mike E (a big breakthrough) and Mike D, Bob B, Steve Wehrle, Paul K, Chris V and club debutante Stephen Williamson.
